Lake view offers picturesque views of Emerald Bay and of 
Lake Tahoe.  Find out how “Fanny Bridge” got it’s name and 
just what everyone is looking at below the bridge.  This ride 
allows curvy mountain turns and fun stops along the way.

Route
Turn left out of the Rider’s Convenience Center.  Turn right 
onto Harvard.  Turn left onto Market and make an immediate 
right onto Louise.  Turn right on to Mill Street and follow 
the signs to the onramp of 395 North.  Take 395 and exit at 
Highway 80 West.  Follow Highway 80 toward the town of 
Truckee.  Take 267 toward the lake into Kings Beach.  Once 
you reach the lake turn right onto Highway 28 that goes 
around the lake.  At Tahoe City take 89 toward Emerald Bay 
and continue around the lake, crossing state line/casinos.  
Turn right onto 431/Mount Rose Highway and follow the 
road down the mountain to Highway 395.  Take Highway 
395 North back into Reno.  Turn left onto Mill Street.  Turn 
left onto Louise and make an immediate left onto Market.  
Follow Market around to the Reno Harley-Davidson/Buell 
Dealership and back to the Rider’s Convenience Center.
