
The Rose
Description
Meander though the sweeping curvier of Mount Rose High-
way.  Inhabit the breathtaking views of scenic lake Tahoe.  
Choose form two different return routes.

Route 1 (the quicker route)

Route 2 (the scenic route)

Turn left out of the Rider’s Convenience Center.  Turn right 
onto Harvard.  Turn left onto Market and make an immediate 
right onto Louise.  Turn right onto Mill Street and follow the 
signs to the onramp of Highway 395 South.  Take 395 South.  
Stay to the left past the Carson/S. Lake/ Virginia City and 
make the right turn onto Mt. Rose/431.  Follow Mt. Rose/431 
all the way to the lake.  While on 431 beware of loose gravel 
and 3 hairpin turns.  Once you reach the lake turn right onto 
Highway 28 that goes around the lake.

Return Route 1
Follow Highway 28 around the lake to Highway 50.  Take 
Highway 50 toward Carson City East.
Take Highway395 North, follow it through downtown  Carson 
City and continue on 395 back towards Reno.  Just North of 
Washoe Valley you’ll need to get back onto Highway 395.  
Get into the right lane and watch for 395 North.  Follow 395 
and take the Mill Street exit.  Turn left onto Mill Street.  Turn 
left onto Louise and immediate left onto Market.  Follow 
Market around to the Reno Harley-Davidson/Buell dealer-
ship and back to the Rider’s Convenience Center.

Return Route 2
Follow Highway 28 around the lake (just before Stateline) 
to Highway 207/Kingsbury Grade follow 207 down the 
mountain to Carson City.  Make a left onto Foothill Road 
and follow it through Genoa.  Foothill will turn into Jacks 
Valley Road.  Continue on Jacks Valley Road and turn left 
onto Highway 395.  Take Highway 395 North, follow it through downtown 
Carson City and continue on 395 back to Reno.  Take the Mill Street exit.  
Turn left onto Mill Street.  Turn left onto Louise and immediate left onto 
Market.  Follow Market around to the Reno Harley-Davidson/Buell dealer-
ship and back to the Rider’s Convenience Center.
