STILL YOUR RIDE  
 

Itôs NOT playing ñFollow the Leaderò 

 

I have heard it argued by some who prefer 

not to ride in groups that group riding is 

no more than playing ófollow the leader.ò  

And since most of us that ride big bikes are 

far from being simple followers, group rid-

ing is ñfor the other guys.ò  Well, I have no 

problem with people  preferring to ride 

solo, but if the concept of group riding is 

generally thought to be simply playing 

ñfollow the leader,ò Iôd like to correct that 

impression.  

 

When you join a group ride, you do agree 

to be led by a lead bike and to be shep-

herded by a drag bike.  You agree that you 

will station -keep (maintain proper spacing 

and a staggered formation).  And you agree 

that you will adopt the ñprime directiveò 

(never hit the bike in front of you).  

Sounds like ñfollow the leaderò to me, too.  

But there is much more.  For example, you 

agree to follow the lead bike UNLESS IT 

LEADS YOU INTO DANGER.  You agree to 

rely solely on yourself to determine that a 

lane change is safe for you to perform.  You 

agree, in other words, to be responsible for 

your own safety.  This is what is meant by 

the often heard admonition to ñride your 

own ride.ò 

Riding in a group is more than being a pas-

sive component.  It involves being an AC-

TIVE participant.  Taking an active role is 

expected of our riders!  And not just to 

change some group behavior to accommo-

date a personal desire.  Each rider in the 

group is expected to look out for the inter-

ests of the other riders as well.  Being in a 

group provides everyone with many extra 

pairs of eyes, extra minds to deal with 

situations others are not prepared to deal 

with, help in the event of problems, and a 

community of informed judgment makers.  

 

To think that any of the group would fail 

to be active when the need arose is out of 

the question.  To think that anyone in our 

group of riding friends would fail to warn 

another about the speed of a curve ahead 

or a traffic hazard is simply nuts.  None of 

us will follow a lead bike into danger ðbut 

more importantly, none of us would allow 

a lead bike to enter danger without trying 

to prevent it.  ACTIVE roles for ALL!
