from your boat motor, live wells, trailer, anchors, kayak
components, storage hatches, fishing gear, and dive gear

v DRAIN - water from your boat motor, live well, bilge, or
kayak on land where it will not drain into the lake

v/ DRY - anything that comes into contact with water (boats,
trailers, equipment, clothing, anchors, etc.)

v Never release plants, fish or animals into a body of water
unless they came out of that body of water

NOTICE - DO NOT LAUNCH your vessel unless it is
CLEAN, DRAINED, and DRY.
